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Although Japan has world biggest cities like Tokyo and Osaka, 70% of the
land is covered with forest. People in the countryside still keep regional
tradition and customs in their life and in their mind. Most of the homestay
area is located in those countryside, and there are less public
transportations. Also, people in the countryside has strong accent of speaking.
Many of the host family don’ t speak English well.
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The occupations of host families are farming, company worker, Budchist monk, €tc.
The volume of labor is depending on each family. Generally speaking, there is more work at farm than at
employee” s home.
